* Meat can be grilled even when it is put
into the cold oven or into the preheated
oven if you wish fo change the effect of
the cooking.

* With the Fan with grill function, we
recommend that you preheat the oven
before grilling.

* We recommend placing the food at the
cenfre of the rack.

remove the door and place it on a tea

towel.

To remove the door proceed as follows:

1. Open the door completely and inserf two
pins into the holes on the hinges
indicated in the figure.

4.2 Cleaning the appliance

Recommendations for cleaning the oven
cavity

In order to keep your oven in the best
possible condition, clean it regularly after
letting it cool down.

Avoid letting food residue dry inside the
oven cavity, as this could damage the
enamel.

Removing racks/trays support frames

Removing the rack/tray support frames
enables the sides o be cleaned more

easily.

To remove the rock/froy support frames:

* Pull the frame towards the inside of the
oven to unhook it from its groove A, then
slide it out of the seats B af the back.

* When cleaning is complete, repeat the
above procedures to put the rack/tray
support frames back in.

Cleaning the top section (on some
models only)

The oven cavity is fitted with a filting heating

element which facilitates cleaning the top

part (roof) of the oven.

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4.5 Vapor Clean

Preliminary operations

Before starting the Vapor Clean function:

* Completely remove all accessories from
inside the oven.

* Remove the rack/tray support frames.
* Detach removable guides, where fitted.
* Close the door.

* Pour approximately 400 cc of water into
the tray. Make sure it does not overflow
out of the cavity.

* Spray a water and washing up liquid
solution inside the oven using a spray
nozzle. Direct the spray against the side
walls, upwards, downwards and
tfowards the deflector.

4. Use a non-scratch sponge with brass
filaments on hard to remove deposits.

5. In case of grease residues use specific
oven cleaning products.

6. Remove the residual water inside the
oven.

For improved hygiene and to avoid food
being affected by any unpleasant odours,
we recommend that the oven is dried using
a fan-assisted function at 160°C for
approximately 10 minutes.

4.6 Extraordinary maintenance

Removing and installing the door seal
(not on pyrolytic models)

To remove the gasket:

* Unhook the clips located in the 4 comers
and in the centre, then pull the gasket
outwards.

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To refit the gasket:

* Hook the clips located in the 4 corners
and in the centre onto the gasket.

Gasket maintenance tips

The gasket should be soft and elastic.

* To keep the gaskef clean, use a non-
abrasive sponge and wash with
lukewarm water.



Replacing the internal light bulb

1. Completely remove all accessories from
inside the oven.

2. Remove the rack/tray support frames.

3. Remove the bulb cover using a tool [e.g.
a screwdriver).

4. Slide out and remove the light bulb.

5. Fit the new light bulb.

6. Refit the cover. Ensure the moulded part
of the glass (A) is facing the door.

7. Press the cover completely down so that
it attaches perfectly to the bulb support.
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What to do if...

The display is completely off:

* Check the mains power supply.

* Check whether an omnipolar switch
upstream of the appliance supply line is
in the “"ON" position.

The appliance does not heat up:

¢ Check whether it has been set in
"showroom” mode (for further details see
"Secondary menu”).

The confrols do not respond:

* Check whether “child lock” mode has
been set (for further details see
"Secondary menu”).

The cooking times are longer than those

indicated in the table:

* Check whether it has been set in “eco-
logic” mode (for further details see
"Secondary menu”).

The display shows “ERR4":

* The door lock has not properly attached
to the door. This might be because the
door was accidentally opened during
the door lock activation. Switch the
appliance off and on again, waiting a
few minutes before selecting a new
cleaning cycle.

I the door is opened during a fan assisted
function, the fan stops:

e Thisis not a fault. Itis @ normal operation
of the appliance, useful when cooking
foods in order to avoid excessive heat
escaping. When the door is closed, the
oven will return to normal operation.




5 Installation Fixed connection

Fit the power line with an omnipolar circuit
breaker in compliance with installation
regulations.

5.1 Electrical connection

The circuit breaker should be located near g
the appliance and in an easily reachable
position.

Connection with plug and socket
