* Ifthe dessert collapses when it comes out of
the oven, on the next occasion reduce the
sef temperature by about 10°C, selecfing a
longer cooking time if necessary.

Adyvice for cooking on two shelves:

*  We recommend using two racks (they can
be obtained from Authorised Assistance
Centres).

* To facilitate the flow of air, place the
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moulds/ovenware at the centre of the racks
and make sure that their width /diameter
does not exceed 30 cm.

* Position the racks keeping an empty shelf
between them.

* Depending on the type of food and the
increased quantity in the oven, cooking on
two levels may take slightly longer
compared to cooking on a single shelf.

¢ We suggest using the following functions
when cooking on two shelves: CIRCULAIRE
and CIRCULAIRE+BOTTOM.

Advice for defrosting and proving

Place frozen foods without their packagin
in a lidless container on the first shelf of the
oven.

To keep the surfaces in good condition, they
should be cleaned regularly after use.
